1/ 1500 new airplanes for the army, says Putin (Vedomosti).

1500 new aircraft, 200 new air-defense units are in the new defense program (til 2020), said Vladimir Putin 
during a meeting at « Sukhoi » (in other words, 80% more than what there is now). On the agenda were the State 
Orders for the Air Force. Mister Putin reminded everybody that 2 years ago, when the aeronautical crisis began, 
he had ordered a 93bn Ruble help for the industry (34,6 for the UAC ; 30 for “MiG” ; 11 for “Oboronprom”). In 
September 09, President Medvedev, while he was visiting a Defense Factory in the Moscow Region, heard the 
speech of a high-ranked military official on the reality of the Russian Air Force’s state. He then asked his 
Premier to address these issues. Since then, Mister Putin has been organizing meetings all around the country, 
each time dedicated to a new topic : to the Navy in Saint-Petersburg ; to the armament of ground forces in 
Nizhni-Tagil ; to communications in Voronezh ; to artillery and rocket divisions in Kolomensk ; to space systems 
in Khimki…the one at “Sukhoi” is supposed to be the last of this tournée.

AERONAUTICAL NEWS
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2/ Putin wants new weapons (Vremya Novostei).

After an express visit to Ingushetya and North Ossetya and after an express meeting at the airport with the 
President of Renault Carlos Ghosn, Mister Putin arrived in the evening at the “Sukhoi” Design Bureau. On the 
agenda was the armament of the “new” Russian Army. Obviously, the inertia of the T-50’s first flight is still 
strong. However, Mister Putin explained that the goal was not the T-50 itself and that Russia shouldn’t rest on its 
laurels but should start creating contemporary strategic aircraft and also should carry on the unification of its anti-
missile shield. But the communiqué of the Government sounded differently: albeit the economic crisis, Russia 
kept its position as a leading country in the aerospace industry and could be proud of great achievements in the 
fields of aeronautics and anti-missile defense. Furthermore, within the last 2 years, 160 airplanes, 50 helicopters 
and 5 anti-missiles units S-400 have been delivered to the army. Thanks to major restructurisations and State 
financial support, the production of military aircraft last year increased by 7%. 
Journalists were, of course, more interested by the T-50, whose testing will be furthered in the Moscow Region, at 
the Gromov base in Zhukovsky. The meeting with the Premier was closed to journalists but the agenda announced 
the 5th GEN engine (which should be developed by “Sukhoi” and “Saturn”). Putin was shown a mock-up of the 
T-50 used for aerodynamic testing : he said the production shouldn’t start before the airplane had 2000 test flights. 
Putin then explained journalists what was going on within the military-industrial complex : more than 240 
companies have been taken off the list of “closed” companies in order to facilitate the attraction of investments.
The 200 left in the list have to show now that they can be more efficient. Putin ended his visit reminding those 
present that the aeronautical industry was in debt to the country.
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3/ The UAC plans to double its production by 2012 (RIA « Novosti » / Expert).

The board of Directors of the UAC went through its production plans until 2012 which says production has to 
reach 200 units per year. In 2009, the UAC delivered 95 airplanes (83 new military airplanes and 45 went 
through overhaul or modernization). In 2010, the UAC plans to produce 120 airplanes and repair or modernize 
40. The plans of the UAC is to increase by 20% the daily production rate. 
On the agenda was also the development of the corporation until 2025 : “The work to correct the strategy of the 
Corporation will be lead by a Committee headed by Denis Manturov”, says a UAC press-release.
Since 2008, the UAC holds about 80% of the Russian aeronautical industry ; its debts are estimated at 71bn 
Rubles. But the UAC is full of optimism : its debts are going to be restructurized thanks to the Federal Budget. 
But this optimism is fragile : in 2007, the plans were to produce up to 405 airplanes until 2012 ; these figures 
were revised and became 196 (74 Sukhoi SuperJet-100 and 44 . n-148 ; 58 Tu-204/214 ; 9 Il-96 ; 11 Be-200). 
But the first 30 SSJs were supposed to be delivered to « Aeroflot » in Autumn 2008 and it’s going to be a 
miracle if they are delivered this year. One thing for sure : previsions until 2025 will be corrected yet again.



Highlights of the Neptec delegation visit to Moscow : G3R organized a visit of the Monino Air Force 
Museum (1 to 3) and a visit in Korolev (4) ; the Canadian Café (5) was organized by the Embassy of 
Canada during the S and T Conference. 
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4/ KVZ has a choice.

The biggest Ukrainian aircraft engine manufacturer «Motor Sich» is interested in producing the future «MS-
500V» in Russia. «Motor Sich» offered the Kazan Motor Production Association (KMPO) to cooperate on the 
«Ansat» project by jointly producing the engine. This was announced by Vyacheslav Boguslaev at the annual 
board meeting of the Ministry of Industry of the Republic of Tatarstan. «We have been working together with 
the KVZ for 60 years. The testing and the certification of the helicopter turbo shaft engine «MS-500» should be 
completed this year», he said. "We don’t think creating a joint venture is a good idea so we will just sell the 
license and share markets. The «MS-500» is the analogue to the Canadian «PW-207» the Ansat is now flying 
with (the «PW207K» was certified in 2003 but the production hasn’t started yet). Now KVZ is looking forward 
to the first state contracts for the production of the “educational” «Ansat-U». Under those contracts, the 
machines must be equipped with Russian components. 
The price of the Canadian engine is around $300 000 when the Sich one is closer to $400000 “so “Motor Sich”
has to reduce the price”, said a KVZ official. But it’s “Russian Helicopters” which is responsible for the choice 
of the engine, said an “Oboronprom” spokesperson. "Now “Russian Helicopters” is preparing the Ansat for 
production and is considering the “Klimov” BK-800 engine”, he said. So the MS-500V is just “another option”. 
The Defense Ministry could be interested in the Ansat for training purposes but will not pay for research and 
development for the engine because both Canadian and Ukrainian engines are foreign. Last year, the Kazan 
Helicopter Plant produced the first six Ansat for the Air Force; it had previously assembled 15 Ansat for South 
Korea and Russia. According to the information given by the Defense Ministry new purchases of these 
machines are planned.

The « Air-Start » project is on the finish line. The main element of this project is the An-124-100VS modified to 
launch from an altitude of 10km a little orbiter with freight. This technology is developed by State Rocket 
Center Makeev. Most of the problems are now solved : discussions with investors are under way ; a licence for 
space activity has been obtained ; Roskosmos has approved the technical task set forth. Now, potential 
customers are sought : this means of launching in outer space orbiters is much cheaper than any traditional 
vertical launchers.
